Children and others not wishing to receive communion may come forward
with their hands folded to receive a blessing. Otherwise, come forward
with you palms open to receive a wafer.

2) Stay in your pew and use the self-contained communion cups (wafer on the top
and grape juice on the bottom). These are located in the rear of the sanctuary as you
walk in.
