We have an open table for Holy Communion with two options to receive 
communion: 

1) Come forward, at the direction of the ushers, to receive communion by 
Intinction. You will receive a wafer (gluten free available) and then dip it 
either in the wine (red) or grape juice (white). Children and others not wishing 
to receive communion may come forward with their hands folded to receive a 
blessing. Otherwise, come forward with your palms open to receive a wafer.  

2) Stay in your pew and use the self-contained communion cups (wafer on the 
top and grape juice on the bottom). These are in the rear of the sanctuary.  

There are portions of the worship service when the assembly is invited to stand. 
Feel free to sit anytime during worship.

Gospel: Matthew 9:9-13, 18-26 

P The Holy Gospel according to Matthew the 9th chapter. 

C Glory to you, O Lord. 
9 As Jesus was walking along, he saw a man called Matthew sitting at the tax-
collection station, and he said to him, “Follow me.” And he got up and followed 
him. 

  10 And as he sat at dinner in the house, many tax collectors and sinners came and 
were sitting with Jesus and his disciples. 11 When the Pharisees saw this, they said to 
his disciples, “Why does your teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?” 12 But 
when he heard this, he said, “Those who are well have no need of a physician, but 
those who are sick. 13 Go and learn what this means, ‘I desire mercy, not sacrifice.’ 
For I have not come to call the righteous but sinners.” 

  18 While he was saying these things to them, suddenly a leader came in and knelt 
before him, saying, “My daughter has just died, but come and lay your hand on her, 
and she will live.” 19 And Jesus got up and followed him, with his disciples. 20 Then 
suddenly a woman who had been suffering from a flow of blood for twelve years 
came up behind him and touched the fringe of his cloak, 21 for she was saying to 
herself, “If I only touch his cloak, I will be made well.” 22 Jesus turned, and seeing 
her he said, “Take heart, daughter; your faith has made you well.” And the woman 
was made well from that moment. 23 When Jesus came to the leader’s house and 
saw the flute players and the crowd making a commotion, 24 he said, “Go away, for 
the girl is not dead but sleeping.” And they laughed at him. 25 But when the crowd 
had been put outside, he went in and took her by the hand, and the girl got up. 
26 And the report of this spread through all of that district.
